The Live Auction will begin at 7:00 PM, 
Thursday, March 3, 2011 at The Bayside 
Supper Club.

To enter a bid, the bidder raises his or 
her hand directing the signal to either 
the auctioneer or to one of the spot-
ters, whose job it is to relay bids to the 
auctioneer.
